
These passages are from the booklet 

ñPemberville and óOld Freedomôò written by 

C.S. Van Tassel in 1926. 

ñWood County was organized by an act of the 

State Legislature in 1820. All this territory 

was an unbroken forest then, save the little 

military path cut through the timber by Gen-

eral Harrisonôs army. Freedom Township, the 

name suggested by the liberty they enjoyed, 

was established December, 1834. It was then, 

too, that the pioneer settlers assembled at ñThe 

Forksò of the Portage, as the germ of the town 

was later known, to raise a log school house 

and on which occasion Hiram Pember sug-

gested the name of the new township. 

The first land entry in present Freedom Town-

ship was made by Asahel Powers on August 

27, 1833. After Powers located his land, he 

returned to his home in Lorain County. The 

following November, he again started to ñThe 

Forksò with two, 2-horse wagons, accompa-

nied by his wife, two sons, and two sons-in-

law, James Pember and Benjamin White. They 

consumed 5 days and 4 nights negotiating 

about 80 miles. The fifth day, the men left the 

women folks with a settler named Benedict, 

two miles from Woodville, and proceeded up 

the River and arrived on what they supposed 

was the Powerôs purchase. They selected a site 

for a home, and it is said that before the sun 

sank from view in the deep woods westward, 

they had a substantial cabin raised, 18 by 30 

feet in size, which they covered with shakes 

and bark. Here they snugly housed their fami-

lies. 

In the Spring of 1834, they planted the seed 

for their first crop of corn, potatoes and vege-

tables. Their harvest was fine and they sent 

samples back to their home folks. From this 

time on, the reputation  of ñOld Freedomò was 

established for its rich lands and famous crops. 

James Pember, with his wife and child, moved 

from Lorain County in the fall of 1834, bought 

37 acres, inaugurated a timber and lumber busi-

ness, and built 2 or 3 sawmills above the Port-

age Forks.ò 

It was only 58 years after the Declaration of 

Independence, and the energy of the nation had 

changed to growth, expansion and exploration. 

But I believe these pioneers remembered the 

words of George Washington, ñIt is the duty of 

all nations, to acknowledge the providence of 

Almighty God, to obey his will, to be grateful 

for his benefits, and humbly implore His pro-

tection and favor.ò Within a few years, three 

churches were established, that still exist today. 

Today, we remember our brave ancestors. We 

marvel at their courage, their determination, 

and their reverence for God. We can take a 

little pride that we come from good stock. And 

now that we know the good foundation they 

provided, it is up to us to continue this tradi-

tion. 

Students, while the world has changed, your 

goals have not. Learn all that you can, study 

like your future depends on it, (it does), and 

challenge yourself to be all that you can be. 

Parents, you are the primary influence in your 

childôs life. They will speak of you all their 

lives. Your role as mentor, coach and role 

model will influence the next generation. Set 

your standards high. 

Grandparents and Seniors, you are the moral 

compass of this community. Your values and 

wisdom are the treasure this community has 

accumulated. Donôt be afraid to share it.

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  Volunteers from around Wood 

County and Lucas County gathered in 

Pemberville on Tuesday, September 

11 to assist civic ñspruce-upò projects 

at various sites in the Village. The 

biggest efforts were made on Pember-

villeôs walking trail, abandoned rail-

road property purchased from CSX in 

1990. Village employees had con-

verted the old railway bed into a pleas-

ant 2 mile walkway lined with trees 

along both sides and a walking bridge 

over the north branch of the Portage 

River. Twenty  volunteers completed 

projects along the trail, including 

staining the side rails of the walking 

bridge, and weeding and mulching the 

trailhead. The other major project area 

at Memorial Park included spreading 

mulch on the playground next to the 

Community Pool, painting sections of 

the Memorial Park shelter house, and 

staining bleachers and picnic tables 

behind the Village ball diamond. Vil-

lage employees assisted at each site to 

complete the work.

FRIENDLY REMINDERS FROM YOUR SSL&B COMMITTEE  
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The joy of home ownership (responsibility) means making our properties as safe as possible, including sidewalks. Here are 

some guidelines to help evaluate your sidewalk conditions. If your sidewalks do not exactly meet the specifications listed 

here, as long as they are in good condition, they are grandfathered in. 

1.       Sidewalks must be installed at 4 ft. in. width, with an expansion joint every 20 ft. or closer. 

2.       Sidewalks must be 4 in. thick, and 6 in. thick in the area that crosses a driveway. 

3.       All  sidewalks must continue through the driveway, whether asphalt or concrete. 

4.       All  sidewalks must slope toward the street, allowing for a drop of ıò per foot of width. 

5.       Sidewalks should be positioned on the public right-of-way; the inside edge of the walkway should be located on 

your property line. 

6.       All  sidewalks must be constructed of concrete. 

7.       Trip points (where 2 sections of sidewalks come together) can be no greater than İò in height.  

8.       If  you replace sidewalks, you are entitled to reimbursement of $1 a square ft.@4ò concrete depth or 1.25 a square 

 ft.@6ò concrete depth. 

In some cases, sidewalk leveling may be effective. Sidewalks leveled by the process ñmud jackingò done by professional 

means to Village satisfaction, can receive reimbursement of 25% of the cost. 

There are Village Ordinances that cover these issues, on file at Village Hall. You may contact us during business hours if 

you have questions or concerns. Our goal is to provide a safe environment for pedestrians and visitors to our Village. 

A LOOK AT YOUR SIDEWALKS  

*We do not pick up grass clippings. An area for home owners to dump their grass and garden waste by the 

Street Garage has been provided. 

*We do pick up brush, but only on the prearranged dates. We do not make second trips and brush is not to be placed curb 

side until the night before the scheduled pickup. If a home ownerôs pile is not picked up the day of the scheduled pickup, not 

to worry, we will be there. Patience is a virtue and it takes time to do the number of homes that take advantage of this ser-

vice.  

*Leaf pick up will began on October 22. Please do not to rake leaves into the street. 

*Once the winter months arrive, Ice and Snow need to be removed from sidewalks within 12 hours after any snow event.   

*I n the event of snow measuring 2ò or more, it is a good personal practice to remove any vehicles you own from street park-

ing areas so we can clear the snow from the roads more expediently.

VILLAGE TO RAISE WATER RATES - Tom Oberhouse 

The Village has determined that it will be necessary to 

raise water rates in 2013. The cash balance in the water 

department operating fund has been declining for the last 

several years. Therefore, a rate increase is needed to al-

low a consistent balance within the fund. 

Along with daily operating expenses on the increase, the 

Village has had increases in expenditures for additional 

mandated requirements and long term projects. Some of 

the increases in expenses include: 

* At least one new well to replace a well that is inop-

erable 

* Cleaning and renovating existing wells 

* Hiring and training a new water superintendent as 

our present superintendent will be retiring 

* Additional State and EPA 

mandates and licensing 

fees 

* Additional testing require-

ments 

The first increase will be seen 

on January Bills, December us-

age. It will be a $3.00 increase on the base rate and a $.50 

per thousand gallons of additional use. The second phase 

of the increase will be seen on the July Bills for June us-

age and will be a $1.00 increase on the base rate and a 

$.50 per thousand gallons of additional use. This will be a 

total increase of approximately $6.00 per month for the 

average residential customer.
